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Summary

This deliverable presents the results of the Catalonia (Spain) National Citizen
Vision Workshop, held in Barcelona, on 9t January 2016 from 8.30 to 17.30 h at
Espai Movistar, Carrer Fontanella 2-4.

From a total of 36 confirmations on the previous evening 31 people showed
up. From our experience we regard this as a positive figure. A 65% were
women; the youngest was a 19 year-old man and the eldest a 90 year-old
woman. Everybody arrived on time and with a lot of curiosity, especially the
elderly people, who had never participated in such an event according to
what they told the organisers.

Along with the table moderators, 2 people from the organisation supervised

the different phases of the workshop so that the established time-frame was

strictly kept. The work-rhythms were different on the tables, but each of them
was capable of keeping in time.

The participants were easily engaged in the tasks and quite soon all of them
were in high spirits, a few tables even developing a certain spirit of
comradeship.

The table moderators did not report any incidents. The dialogue was fluid and
people respected each other’s interventions. In a few occasions the
moderators had to intervene to correct the domination of the discussions by
a couple of participants. A couple of elderly women had to be encouraged
to speak more; they felt intimidated at sharing the table with younger and
more educated people.

The schedule of the workshop had to be adapted to the Spanish timetables,
meaning that lunch was postponed after the market and selection of 6 raw

visions. After lunch it was detected that people’s concentration diminished,

subsequently affecting the work on the final visions.

At all the tables the participants considered the last phases of the workshop
as redundant and repetitive. As a result, and despite the efforts of the table
moderators, the 6 final visions are not as detailed as they should be,
especially Vision 1, too simplistic. For this reason the FCRi has decided to also
translate the 6 selected raw visions to English since they complement the final
visions quite well.
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In our view, for a one-day event, the last phases of the workshop should be
shortened and reformulated someway. The templates should ask about
specific topics to better guide the participants’ answers and thus extract
more concrete information.

Several concepts are quite common on the visions: education, environment,
public and political ethics, reflecting the concerns of nowadays Spain
according to the last study conducted by the Centro de Investigaciones
Socioldgicas! presented last December?, in which education appears as the
7th concern for the Spaniards whereas corruption and fraud as the 2nd one
after unemployment, curiously absent in all the visions.

It should be highlighted the presence of several aspects related to welfare
state, like public education, public tfransport, affordable healthcare which
have been put into question and whose costs were raised since the
economic crisis started in 2008. It is clear that the citizenship expect the
continuation and improvement of these services in the future.

Resum

Aqguest document presenta els resultats del taller-consulta celebrat a
Barcelona el dia ? de gener de 2016, de 8.30 to 17.30 h, a I'Espai Movistar
(carrer Fontanella 2-4).

D'un total de 36 confirmacions el dia anterior, al final s"hi van presentar 31
persones. Des de la nostra experiencia, aquesta xifra és positiva. Un 65% eren
dones; el més jove era un noi de 19 anys i la més gran una dona de 90 anys.
Tothom va arribar-hi a temps i amb molta curiositat, sobretot la gent gran,
que mai havia participat en un esdeveniment com aquest, segons el que
van dir als organitzadors.

A banda dels moderadors, dues persones de I'organitzacié van supervisar les
diferents fases del taller-consulta per tal que s’acomplissin estrictament els
temps marcats. El ritme de treball va ser diferent a les taules, pero tot i qixi,
totes van ser capaces de dur el que se'ls demanava dins de I'horari previst.
Els participants es van involucrar amb facilitat en les tasques proposades i
molt aviat hi va regnar el bon humor; en algunes taules fins i tot es respirava
un esperit de companyonia.

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Els moderadors de taula no van informar de cap incident destacable. El
didleg va ser fluid i la gent va respectar les intfervencions de la resta. En
algunes ocasions, els moderadors van haver d’intervenir per “corregir” la
monopolitzacid de les discussions per part d'un parell de participants. Es va
haver d'encoratjar un parell de dones grans perquée hi participessin mes; se
sentien una mica infimidades de compartir taules amb persones més joves i
meés instruides.

Es va adaptar I'horari del taller-consulta als horaris espanyols, per la qual
cosq, el dinar es va ajornar per després que es fes la presentacio i la seleccid
dels 6 conceptes de visid. Després de dinar, va ser palesa la disminucid de la
concentracio dels participants, la qual cosa va afectar posteriorment el
treball sobre les visions finals.

Els participants de totes les taules van opinar que les Ultimes fases del taller-
consulta eren repetitives i redundants. En consegiencia, i malgrat els
esforcos dels moderadors, les sis visions finals no son tan detallades com
haurien de ser, sobretot la visid 1, que és massa simplista. Per aquesta rad,
I'FCRi ha decidit també de traduir a I'angles les 6 visions que es van
seleccionar primerament, ja que complementen les visions finals forca bé.
Des del nostre punt de vista, per a un esdeveniment d’'un dia, caldria retallar i
reformular les darreres fases del taller-consulta. Les plantilles haurien de
preguntar sobre temes especifics per orientar millor les respostes dels
participants i, per tant, obtenir informacié més concreta.

Molts conceptes son forca comuns en les visions: educacid, medi ambient,
etica publica i politica, la qual cosa reflecteix les preocupacions actuals dels
ciutadans espanyols segons el darrer estudi fet pel Centro de Investigaciones
Sociolégicassd presentat el mes de desembre de 2015, en que I'educacié
apareix com la setena preocupacio per als espanyols, mentre que la
corrupcid i el frau ocupen el segon lloc, darrere de I'atur, tema curiosament
absent a totes les visions.

D’altra banda, cal destacar la presencia de diversos aspectes relacionats
amb I'estat del benestar com ara I'educacid publica, el transport public, la
salut universal que han estat molt qUestionats a Espanya i els costos dels quals
es van elevar des de la crisi economica iniciada el 2008. Esta clar que la
ciutadania espera que continuin i millorin aquests serveis en el futur.

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Resumen

Este documento presenta los resultados del taller-consulta celebrado en
Barcelona el dia 9 de enero de 2016, de 8.30 to 17.30 h, en el Espacio
Movistar (calle Fontanella 2-4).

De un total de 36 confirmaciones el dia anterior, al final se presentaron 31
personas. Desde nuestra experiencia, esta cifra es positiva. Un 65% eran
mujeres; el mas joven era un chico de 19 anos y la mayor, una mujer de 90
anos. Todo el mundo fue puntual y vinieron con mucha curiosidad, sobre
todo las personas mayores, que nunca habian participado en un evento
como este, segun lo que les comentaron a los organizadores.

Aparte de los moderadores, dos personas de la organizacion supervisaron las
diferentes fases del taller-consulta para que se cumplieran estrictamente los
tiempos marcados. El ritmo de trabajo fue diferente en las mesas, pero adn
asi, todas fueron capaces de llevar a cabo lo que se les pedia dentro del
horario previsto.

Los parficipantes se involucraron con facilidad en las tareas propuestas y
muy pronto reind el buen humor; en algunas mesas incluso se respiraba un
espiritu de companerismo.

Los moderadores de mesa no informaron de ningun incidente destacable. El
didlogo fue fluido y la gente respetd las intervenciones del resto. En algunas
ocasiones, los moderadores tuvieron que intervenir para "corregir’ la
monopolizacion de las discusiones por parte de un par de participantes.

Asimismo, se tuvo que alentar a un par de mujeres mayores para que
participaran mas; se sentian un poco intimidadas por compartir mesa con
personas mds jovenes y mads instruidas.

Se adapto el horario del taller-consulta a los horarios espanoles, por lo que la
comida se aplazd para después de que se hiciera la presentacion vy la
seleccion de los 6 conceptos de vision. Tras la comida, fue evidente la
disminucion de la concentracion de los participantes, lo que afectd
posteriormente el frabajo sobre las visiones finales.

Los participantes de todas las mesas opinaron que las Ultimas fases del taller-
consulta eran repetitivas y redundantes. Como resultado de ello, y a pesar
de los esfuerzos de los moderadores, las seis visiones finales no son tan
detalladas como deberian ser, sobre todo la vision 1, que es demasiado
simplista. Por esta razén, la FCRI ha decidido también traducir al inglés las é
visiones que se seleccionaron en una primera fase, ya que complementan
las visiones finales bastante bien.
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Desde nuestro punto de vista, para un evento de un dia, habria que recortar
y reformular las Ultimas fases del taller-consulta. Las plantillas deberian
preguntar sobre temas especificos para orientar mejor las respuestas de |os
participantes y, por tanto, obtener informacion mds concreta.

Muchos conceptos son bastante comunes en las visiones: educaciéon, medio
ambiente, ética publica y politica, lo que refleja las preocupaciones actuales
de los ciudadanos espanoles segun el Ultimo estudio realizado por el Centro
de Investigaciones Socioldgicas* presentado el mes de diciembre de 2015,
en el que el educacion aparece como la séptima preocupacion de los
espanoles, mientras que la corrupcion y el fraude ocupan el segundo lugar,
por detrds del paro, tema curiosamente ausente en todas las visiones.

Por otra parte, cabe destacar la presencia de diversos aspectos
relacionados con el estado del bienestar como la educaciéon publica, el
transporte puUblico, la salud universal que han sido muy cuestionados en
Espana y cuyos costes se han elevado desde la crisis econdmica iniciada en
2008. Esta claro que la ciudadania espera que contfinien y mejoren estos
servicios en el futuro.
